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Our desire is that all members behave in an EXCELLENT manner.  Webster defines excellence as “the possession chiefly of good qualities in an unusual degree; surpassing virtue, merit, worth, value.”  God told the saints in Philippi through Paul & Timothy to think about the things that are excellent or praiseworthy (Phil. 4:8); therefore, our code of conduct is written to encourage our members to behave in such a way.  

Conduct of all members – parents & students – should be respectful, not disruptive or destructive (neither physically nor emotionally).  Our words should encourage; not tear down.  Discretion should be our goal to achieve the excellence that will honor God.  Discretion, as defined by Bill Gothard, is “the ability to avoid words, actions, and attitudes that could result in undesirable consequences.”  Basicly, we need to say and do the right thing in the right way at the right time. [~Women of Excellence by Cynthia Heald]

Our members are asked to dress modestly with decency and propriety.  Tops should have straps at least 2” wide, with no undergarments exposed and midriff completely covered at all times.  Please avoid wearing excessively tight, baggy, or low-cut clothing.  Shorts should have an inseam that reaches mid-thigh; skirts should be no shorter than 2” above the knee.  Please avoid offensive lettering on clothing that may draw attention to various body parts.  When swimsuits are necessary, please wear one-piece suits.  

These guidelines are in place so we can provide an educational and social atmosphere that is not a distraction for our children, parents or other guests that attend our events.  We are in no way trying to dictate your choices at other times, but do appreciate your attention to these matters when you are attending a C.H.E.A. event or activity.  We are a diverse group of believers with a variety of opinions on appropriate behavior so pleasing everyone will be an impossibility.  However, as we strive to be a unified body, we ask that you focus on the issues that unite us, rather than those that divide us.
